• Several values are possible per field eg 

classification: A1 and P1

• CSV / excel: all fields, 
including Impact Factor

• Text / word: 
• Restricted number of 

fields: only reference style
• Option to add JCR info (IF, 

quartile)
• Choice of styles. Default is 

UGent portal style

• FWO MODS export
• All necessary fields
• Mapping to FWO 

classification
• More information in the

manual biblio/fwo-
mapping
